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1. National Level

A To strengthen rice stocks in the following year, the Ministry of Agriculture (MoA) focuses on
accelerating planting in the rainy season or October - March 2021. The Director-General of Food
Crops, Suwandi stated that even during the COVID-19 pandemic, his party is working hard to
encourage all regions accelerated planting in the rainy season or planting season October 2020 -
March 2021. The MoA provides aids with seeds, agricultural machinery, agricultural insurance, and
assistance so that the acceleration of planting is successful and gives high vyields.

A To boost national economic growth, the MoA conducts labor-intensive programs to increase
agricultural sector productivity and farmer welfare. Secretary of the Directorate General of Agricultural
Infrastructure and Facilities of the MoA, Gunawan, said that the MoA's labor-intensive program is one
of the Minister's priority programs to increase the agricultural sector's share of economic growth in

A The presence of the Self-Help Agriculture and Rural Training Center (P4S) is one of the supports for
agricultural development. Even now, the government is encouraging the optimization of P4S's roles to
attract millennials to enter agriculture. P4S is a training institution using the agricultural and rural
apprenticeship method established, owned, and managed by the main actors and business actors
independently, individually, and in groups. Until now, the Agricultural Human Resource Extension and
Development Agency (BPPSDMP), the MoA, has developed nearly 1,000 P4S spread across all
Indonesian provinces. https://bit.ly/3Ih2IEH

A The Statistics Indonesia (BPS) released the national Farmers Exchange Rate (NTP) figure, experiencing
another increase. It was recorded that NTP reached 101.66, up 0.99% this September compared to
the previous month. Not only NTP, but the Agricultural Business Exchange Rate (NTUP) also rose to
101.74 or increased by 0.90% compared to the previous month. NTP of food crops increased by 0.9%.
It is recorded that the NTP of food plants reached 101.53 because the price index received increased
quite high, namely 0.85%. https://bit.ly/33AYUD4
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A The MoA stated that it has started working on a horticultural food estate project in Humbang
Hasundutan District, North Sumatra. Initial works were carried out on 1,000 hectares from the original
plan of 4,000 hectares. The horticultural food estate focuses on three food commaodities: the potato,
garlic, and chili industries. The potential for farmer labor absorption can reach 1,000 people.

A The MoA's Directorate General of Horticulture Seeds is preparing to implement nine superior programs
in 2021 with a budget allocation of Rp 389.5 billion. According to the Director-General of Horticulture,
one of which is the certification of 10,500 horticultural seeds, prioritized for commodities with export
prospects as an acceleration of the National Economic Recovery (PEN) due to COVID-19, in addition
to meeting domestic needs. Most of the seed tubers' procurement was allocated for garlic amounting
to 3,500 tons, followed by shallot bulbs and seeds 2,610 tons, other vegetables 650 tons, and rhizome
480 tons. Other programs include technical guidance and seed infrastructure, seed circulation
supervision, and issuance of regulations. https:/bit.ly/3nfd5VY

A The Directorate General of Animal Husbandry and Animal Health (PKH) of the MoA certifies Indigofera
seeds as a form of government responsibility to ensure the quality and standardization of animal feed
is guaranteed. The Director-General of PKH emphasized that his party will continue striving to maintain
product quality standards. One of them is through the Public Service Agency (BLU) under the
Directorate General of PKH, namely the Singosari Center for Artificial Insemination (BBIB), which has
met the eligibility standards. Later, a decree on the determination of Kebun Sumber Benih Indigofera

2. Provincial Level

A Central Java: The Head of Cilacap District, Tatto Suwarto Pamuji, together with all Local House of
Representative Speakers officially signed a memorandum of understanding on the General Policy on
the APBD and the District Budget Priorities and Ceiling (KUA-PPAS) for the 2021 fiscal year, during
the plenary board meeting on 30 September 2020. It was conveyed that the priority for KUA-PPAS
Cilacap 2021 will be aimed at economic and health recovery due to the COVID-19 pandemic.

A Central Java: The Financial Services Authority (OJK) Surakarta stated that the government and
institutions' stimulus policies were able to positively impact Micro, Small, and Medium Enterprises
(MSMEs), which had slumped during the COVID-19 pandemic. According to the Head of OJK
Surakarta, this is reflected in the increase in MSME credit growth for commercial banks in Greater Solo
as of August 2020 by 3.88% to Rp 31.99 trillion. The MSME credit segment was dominated by the
small credit segment at 38.73%, followed by medium credit at 31.06%, and microcredit at 30.21%.

A Central Java: After experiencing a decline in June, in September, Central Java's NTP increased 0.82
points to 101.82 points. However, not all sub-sectors experienced an increase. BPS reported a
decrease in NTP in the horticulture and livestock sub-sector, at -0.29 points and -0.82 points,
respectively. This decline was also seen in the NTUP indicator, where the horticulture sub-sector also
experienced a decline of -0.49 points while the livestock sub-sector fell -0.85 points. One of the causes
of the decline in NTP and NTUP in the horticulture and livestock sub-sector was the decline in the
prices of several commodities on the market, such as oranges, purebred chicken meat, and eggs.

A NTB: According to the Chairman of the Advisory Board for the National Santri Partners Cooperative
(KMSN), Gus Syaugi Ma'ruf Amin, KMSN took part in empowering thousands of farmers, one of which
was in NTB. KMSN is working with Sintesa Persada to design a program to empower thousands of
farmers in NTB, called "Tani Mandiri West Nusa Tenggara (Taman Nusatera), launched on Thursday
(1/10/2020). Thousands of farmers will be involved in planting maize seeds in 10 thousand hectares of
land in three districts, namely Bima, Dompu, and Sumbawa. In this program, KMSN and Sintesa
Persada will collaborate with BNI 46 to distribute the People's Business Credit (KUR) program to
farmers. In addition, this program will involve Jasindo for insurance if the harvest fails. Including

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A NTB: Governor Zulkieflimansyah stated that NTB is ready to develop an Integrated Farming System
(Integrated Farming) in Labangka Sumbawa. The Central Government, through the MoA will also
prepare various needs to support the Labangka Integrated Agricultural System to become the NTB
Food Estate (Lumbung Pangan). NTB will be one of four provinces in Indonesia that will be developed
into a food estate to maintain local and national food supplies and needs. Apart from being a Food
Estate, Labangka Integrated Farming will also be a tourist village destination. https://bit.ly/341041Z

A NTB: According to the Head of the Mataram City Agriculture Office, Mutawalli, 1,665 farmers were
recorded in the Definitive Group Needs Plan (e-RDKK). Meanwhile, only 1,006 Kartu Tani had been
printed. However, in practice, the acceptance is still hot optimal because there have been many
cultivating land changes by farmers. As anticipation, his party updates the data every month.

A NTT: President Joko Widodo provided working capital assistance to micro and small entrepreneurs in
Labuan Bajo, West Manggarai, worth Rp 2.4 million per business. The working capital assistance is
expected to be used to increase capital capacity and expand the business. The President also advised
them to work harder and minimize the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic. https://bit.ly/3jzCxTO

A NTT: In order to support food security amid the pandemic, Kodim 1602 Ende has prepared several
community-empowerment programs called Nelayan Tani Ternak (NTT). The aim is to improve the skills
of farmers, fishermen, and breeder so that their commodities are able to meet needs and improve the
economy. In the agricultural sector, this program has started running in Onekore and Nanganesa

A Papua: BPS Papua Province stated that the farmer exchange rate (NTP) in the Papua region in
September 2020 recorded an increase of 0.44% to 103.59 compared to August NTP. The Head of
Distribution Statistics for BPS Papua, Bambang Wahyu Ponco Aji, said that based on monitoring prices
in several regions in Papua, the increase in the NTP index was caused by the price index paid by
farmers are smaller than the price index received by farmers. https://bit.ly/2StJHgr

A Papua: The Jayapura COVID-19 Handling Task Force has again imposed time restrictions on activities.
However, the public thinks that this policy will also complicate people's economic activities.

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FOOD SYSTEM

1. East Java

A The latest research results from the Demographic Institute (LD), the University of Indonesia on the Role
of Go-Jek in the Surabaya Economic Before & During the COVID-19 Pandemic, show that 69% of
GoFood partners have only joined the e-commerce platform during the pandemic (since March 2020).
Most of them are micro-scale businesses, and 46% are new businesses starting up during the
pandemic. The provincial government encourages the development of MSMEs in East Java, one of
which is by utilizing digital platforms. In 2019, provincial government data stated that 62% of MSMEs

2. Central Java

A The Mondoretno Morning Market in Bulu District, Temanggung, was reopened with strict health
protocols, after four months of closing due to the COVID-19 pandemic. The market, which was initiated
by the Women Farmers Group (KWT), sells various vegetables and typical village vegetable dishes.
The majority of Mondoretno Village residents are vegetable farmers who have been severely affected
by the pandemic because of the falling vegetable prices and low sales. The existence of this morning
market is intended to help improve the community's economy. https://bit.ly/30C5aby

3. West Nusa Tenggara (NTB)

A The price of shallots in Bima's district has slowly started to decline sharply compared to several
months earlier. Shallots' selling price is currently at Rp 1.5 million per 100 kilograms, dropped from
the previous Rp 2 million per 100 kilograms. Most of the farmers choose to save the shallot crop
instead of selling it at a low price. https://bit.ly/34zuW1A
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
